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USAREC, the Army’s recruiting command is well on its way to meeting its 
FY 2008 goal of 80,000 for the Active Army and 26,500 for the Army 
Reserve with 51,629 Soldiers for the Active Army and 20,543 for the Army 
Reserve on the books so far.  
But, challenges remain. Recruiting during time of war has always been a 
tough job with the desire to enlist currently at its lowest point in two 
decades. 
 
Challenges facing our recruiters are: One in five youth fail to graduate high 
school; increased obesity rates among our Nation’s Youth, less than 3 of 10 
17-24 year olds are fully qualified. Though some require waivers for 
enlistment, eight out of ten do not. A study of Soldiers with waivers 
shows they reenlisted at a higher rate, advanced to  sergeant faster, 
and had a higher ratio of valor awards— with only a marginally higher 
misconduct rate.  In the end, 100 percent are qualified to serve. 
 
Last year, USAREC recruited 170,000 Soldiers, about the size of Overland 
Park, Kansas. America can be proud of these Soldiers who made the 
commitment to defend their country, a country at war. 
 
Suncoast is also proud of its association with the recruiters of the Tampa 
Battalion of USAREC.   It should be noted that the Tampa Battalion remains 
one of the strongest battalions  of the Recruiting Command enlisting almost 
3000 Regular Army and Army Reserve Soldiers annually. The Battalion 
Commander, LT COL Heather Garrett, is always available to provide details 
on the progress of Army recruiting or provide someone to answer your 
questions.

The Chapter will then provide 
purchase vouchers. The Kuwait Chapter was formed in November, 2005.  
 
 “What’s needed” Darrell Crawford, Kuwait Chapter President said are “slacks/pants and shirts 
with collars”.  Tee-shirts, shorts, shoes, socks or underwear are not needed or desired. 
Clothing must be new or like new, jeans are acceptable if not overly worn and no short skirts 
or sleeveless blouses for women. Qatar, where  US Central Command Forward is located, 
has similar needs.   Recall Suncoast responded to Qatar’s request for golfing equipment last 
year. We shipped 16,000 golfballs, 32 complete sets of clubs with bags and 100-plus 
miscellaneous clubs for their driving range and trips to local golf courses when permitted.
